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Foints from our Fastor

there are three things that all of us can do to start 2009. We find these three things from the lips of
Paul in Philippians 3:13-14: “Brethren, | do not regard myself as having laid hold of it yet; but one
thing / do: forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward to what lies ahead, 4l press on toward
the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus” (NASB).

Here are the three things each of us ought to do to start the New Year. Number one, you should
forget the past.

The Devil loves to remind us of
our past and to accuse us before the Father. But friend, it is time to confess and repent of any sin
leaving it washed in the blood of Jesus and buried in the grave of God’s forgetfulness.

Number two, you should reach for the future. Paul said he was reaching forward to what lies ahead.

There is no child of God he does not have
plans for. God has things in store for you in 2009. God wants you to reach forward in faith and to
seek his will. None of us knows what the Lord has in store, but he has something and we must walk
in faith and not live in fear.

This speaks of our focus and our seeking
the Lord’s face. | can tell you one thing for sure that is God’s will. It is his will for each of us to go
deeper with him and to walk closer with him in 2009. This starts with Bible study, prayer and fasting,
worship, attending church, and witnessing to those around us. That is what all of us are to be doing
and what we are to be striving for more and more every day.

So let us forget the past, reach for the future, and press on with the Lord. Let us fall in love with him
and walk with him this New Year. Let us as a church let 2009 be a great year.
