
Is prayer hard for you? On the one hand prayer is 
nothing but a reverential conversation with God 
filled with praise, petition, and confession. One the 
other hand prayer can be hard spiritual labor. Yes, 
prayer can be hard work. But that does not mean 

you should not pray. David said in Psalm 5:3, "In the 
morning, O Lord, You will hear my voice; in the morning I will order my 
prayer to You and eagerly watch" (NASB). 
 

All of us need to get alone with God in prayer. Jesus did this regularly. 
Luke 6:12 says, "It was at this time that He went off to the mountain to 
pray and he spent the whole night in prayer to God" (NASB). David was 
a man of prayer as was the Son of God, how much more should you 
and I be. If prayer comes hard for you let me give you some practical 
tips that might make prayer a bit easier.  
 

Have a time designated each day to pray. I have found the mornings to 
be best for me. But get a place where you can have some quiet and 
you can be free to talk to the Lord. This can even be on the way to 
work in the mornings with the radio off. Next, after praying for the 
daily needs of your life and your family's, you might try majoring on 
certain things each day of the week. For instance, I pray for our staff, 
our services, and for the Spirit of God to move on Sundays. On Monday 
I pray for all I have to do that week (sermons, appointments, etc.), for 
my school work, and for sick people. Fridays, I pray for missionaries 
that I know.  I do this type of thing all through the week. Another thing 
you can do is have a name of God or an attribute of God to praise him 
for everyday. 
 

The last thing you might do is have an acrostic to use each day. You 
could you use something like the  acrostic P.A.C.E.  P = Praise. A = Ac-
ceptance, this is accepting all God has for you in Christ. C =  Confession 
and Control, this is confessing any known sin and surrendering your life 
to the control of the Holy Spirit. E = expect, expecting God to do great 
things that day in your life and around you. With this you can pace 
yourself each day. 
 

The point is we must pray. There is no cookie-cutter approach to it. 
The main thing is to do it; to do it daily; to do it without ceasing.
