
Have you ever felt under attack spiritually? If you are a 
Christian I am sure you have. One of the methods Satan 
and his demons use against Christians is accusation. The 
devil and his cohorts are lying spirits that will lie to you 
and try to get you to believe things that are not true, espe-

cially concerning yourself. The Bible calls Satan “the Accuser of the Brethren” 
who accuses the saints before the throne of God day and night (Rev. 12:7-12). 
We know he accused Job. A couple of weeks ago I was feeling overwhelmed 
with accusations in my mind that were not true. There was a real war going 
on. But while having my daily Bible reading my OT text was this one from 
Zechariah. 

“Then he showed me Joshua the high priest standing before the angel of 
the Lord, and Satan standing at his right hand to accuse him. 2And the Lord 
said to Satan, “The Lord rebuke you, O Satan! The Lord who has chosen Jeru-
salem rebuke you! Is not this a brand plucked from the fire?” 3Now Joshua 
was standing before the angel, clothed with filthy garments. 4And the angel 
said to those who were standing before him, “Re-move the filthy garments 
from him.” And to him he said, “Behold, I have taken your iniquity away from 
you, and I will clothe you with pure vestments.” 5And I said, “Let them put a 
clean turban on his head.” So they put a clean turban on his head and clothed 
him with garments. And the angel of the Lord was standing by” (Zech. 3:1-5) 

Dear friend that is a picture of us. Joshua in this passage represented a sin 
stained nation Israel. But this episode does not just symbolically show what 
God was going to do for Israel, but for me and you. Satan accuses us but 
praise God that we have been cleansed (Eph 1:7) and clothed with the right-
eousness of God in Christ (2 Cor. 5:17-21). Warren Wiersbe hit the nail on the

died! “There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ 
Jesus” (Rom. 8:1). Not only that, but Christ is our Advocate before the Father 
who refutes Satan’s accusations with his blood (1 John 2:1-2). 

The next time Satan reminds you of your past or brings up some past sin that 
you have already confessed; the next time he tries to get you to believe his 
filthy lies you say “the Lord rebuke you O Satan!” and rejoice with Isaiah, “I 
am overwhelmed with joy in the Lord my God! For he has dressed me with 
the clothing of salvation and draped me in a robe of righteousness” (Isa.
