I have started a new year of Bible reading in the One
year Bible. I encourage all of you to read the Bible
through. Of course, in January you start the OT section in
Genesis. A couple of weeks ago I came to the story of Jo-
seph, Jacob’s beloved son, born to him by Rachel. What a

great story! Have you ever noticed how the “Lord was with Joseph?” I want
the Lord with me, don’t you? The Bible tells us that when Joseph was sold to
the Egyptians by his own brothers that he came into Potiphar’s house. It says,
“The LORD was with Joseph, so he succeeded in everything he did as he

served in the home of his Egyptian master. *Potiphar noticed this and realized
that the LORD was with Joseph, giving him success in everything he
did” (Gen. 39:2, 3; NLT).

You know what happens after time, Potiphar’s wife has a thing for young
handsome Joseph and she tries to get him to go to bed with her. Joseph flees
from the situation (like every man should, “flee sexual immorality”’) and she
makes it look like he raped her. Two times Joseph has been done dirty. First by
his own brothers, and now by Mrs. Desperate Housewife, and Joseph has not
done anything wrong. Joseph goes to prison for a number of years. But in
Genesis39:21 it says, “But the LORD was with Joseph in the prison and
showed him his faithful love. And the LORD made Joseph a favorite with the
prison warden.” And a few verses later it says, “The LORD was with him and
caused everything he did to succeed” (v.23).

What can we gain from this story? If you are faithful to the Lord, he is faithful
to you. Joseph was faithful to the Lord in the pit, the prison, and in the palace.
No matter what happened to old Joe, he was loyal to God. He did the right
thing even when the wrong things were done to him. When we stay with the
Lord, he stays with us. God blessed Joseph for his integrity. He blessed Joseph
with his favor and success. This great story reminds us to be faithful to God no
matter what circumstance we are in at the time.

But it also reminds us of the faithfulness of God. When you read the entire
story from Joseph to Moses, you see the big picture of God being faithful in his
promises to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, to whom he had promised a land and
many descendants. God providentially sent Joseph ahead of his people to
Egypt to preserve them from the famine and they grew mightily. Then while in
Egypt, God spared the baby Moses and raised him up to lead his people out of
Egypt and into that Promised Land.

What a faithful God we have! Let us be faithful to him this year! And may the
Lord “be with” each of you as he was with Joseph.
