
Well, the 2010 Southern Baptist Convention in Or-
lando was an historic one for sure. Thank you for 
letting me go and represent our church on some 
major issues, the main one of which was to approve 

the “Great Commission” giving plan as proposed by the Great Com-
mission Task Force, appointed at the 2009 convention in Louisville. 
It has been noticed over the last few years that we are not doing 
enough with our missions (neither in giving or going) to penetrate the 
lostness of the world. Most of the money we are sending to the Co-
operative Program and the State Convention is staying in the states 
and within regions that have plenty of gospel witness already. I 
wholeheartedly agree with the adopted proposal that we as local 
churches allocate our money more specifically and strategically to 
help send the gospel witness to those people groups that have never 
heard the gospel. The Cooperative Program and the State conven-
tions, we will definitely continue to support. But as stewards of God’s 
money, I believe that we are to use His money in the most effective 
way ¬ so that we are not just paying for snow cone machines. It is 
true that we are having to bring hundreds of missionaries home be-
cause we are not sending enough money DIRECTLY to missions. 
We need to be a Great Commission people and it is to be reflected 
in our giving. Thus, this upcoming year the Stewardship committee 
will look into our continued support of the State Convention and 
SBC, but will make sure that we, as a church, are allocating our 
money where it will be most effective in supporting the Great Com-
mission. This is a matter of discipleship and urgent obedience, not 
tradition and sacred cows. Here is why: as the committee’s report 

states, “There are almost 7 billion human inhabitants of planet Earth. 

At the most generous estimate, somewhere around 1 billion are be-
lieving Christians. That means that over 6 billion people are lost, . . . 
Of these 6 billion, over 3.5 billion have never heard the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ. . . .We must see a tidal wave of evangelistic and mis-
sionary passion, or the numbers of unreached people groups will 
only grow, and lostness will spread.”
